This guide is a direct result of the success of the In-House Law Departments at the
Top 500 Companies guide which will be published in its 5th edition later this year. In focus groups and
various surveys, in-house counsel like you told us that they wanted a guide such as this one that
focused on their speLiﬁc industry. General Counsel and other company leaders have requested from
us many times the data in this gulde to network and consult with others in their industry, identify the
primary law firms other companies utilize, and learn about law firms and their key attorneys.

Each company is listed alphabetically and includes page references for all material submitted by
sponsoring Go-To Law Firms (see below). For each company, we have also included information
such as contact information, number of employees and law department size. We have also provided
indexes to help you identify go-to law firms (page_79), top legal officers / in-house counsel by last
name (page_156), top legal officers by law school (page 154), in-house counsel by practice area (page

'160) and companies by location (page 149). Practice areas covered include (1) Litigation, (2)
Corporate Transactions / Mergers & Acquisitions, (3) Regulatory Affairs, Compliance, (4) Securities,
(5) Banking & Finance, (6) Labor & Employment and (7) Intellectual Property.

HOW IS A FIRM SELECTED AS A GO-TO LAW FIRM®?

We gathered data on each company’s primary law firms first by surveys sent to General Counsel at
US and international financial services companies and second through research in various resources
including public records, publications and commercial databases including the following: 7%e
American Lawyer, The National Law Journal, Corporate Counsel magazine, and numerous other
magazines and newspapers published by ALM, ALM Research Online, Litigation Monitor™,
LIVEEDGAR®, Westlaw®, LexisNexis, The Deal, USPTO (United States Patent and Trademark
Office), and the WIPO (World Intellectual Property Organization). Financial and biographical data

for each of the companies listed was gathered from a variety of publicly available sources.

Criteria for selection as a Go-To Law Firm were: (1) Law firms that were named as a “primary law
rm” by a General Counsel at a financial services company in response to our survey [defined on the
survey as “the firms that are on the company’s preferred list; the ‘go-to law firms’ for a specific practice
area; firms that handled the most important cases in the previous year; firms used most often; and/or
firms with the most billings”]; or (2) Firms that were either utilized two or more times in the practice
area specified since 2005, consistently utilized in each practice area since 2002, or counseled the client

with respect to a major transaction as featured in publications such as The American Lawyer.

Data included in this guide is as of May 2007. Please note that companies may have responded
with their data after the submission due date. This data will be included in upcoming publications, if
applicable, such as In-House Law Departments at the Top 500 Companies. Additionally, although the
research group made every effort to provide accurate data, we assume no responsibility for errors in

the data.
